Admission to Clydach Junior School

The Governing Body of the School have asked me to bring a forthcoming change in admission procedures to your notice.  These changes apply across Wales.  The changes WILL NOT affect children already registered at the school.  They are unlikely to affect pupils being admitted from Clydach Infants.

In September Clydach Junior will have an Admission Number of 37.  This means a maximum of 37 pupils will be allowed in each year group.  We MAY NOT have room to admit pupils who move into Clydach or who wish to be considered as a preferred placement.  In September our Y5 and Y6 cohorts will be full.  Parents will have the right to appeal.

Wet Playtime / Wet Trousers

As you know our pupils go outside at playtime if there is a light drizzle.  They are encouraged to wear coats and can borrow waterproof capes if they wish.  We often find that some children come to school without suitable coats or even with no coats at all.

On days when there is light drizzle, or when it has been raining earlier, the playground is covered with surface water and when the children run around the water splashes up and makes their trousers wet. The fashion for very long trousers causes problems as they drag on the ground and soak up water.  Please can you ensure that your child’s trousers do not drag on the floor or provide them with wellingtons if you prefer.
Jewellery in School
Please remember that only watches and small stud earrings are allowed in school for health and safety reasons.  We notice several children are now wearing very large stud type earrings with stones.  These are liable to cause an injury if your child falls so we are asking children not to wear them to school.  I hope parents will support us.
